Bill, the retired Rector of Saint
George’s Episcopal Church in Clifton
Park, and now associated with
Alzheimer’s Association of
Northeastern NY started by handing
out a quiz on the extent of Alzheimers
in the USA. He showed a PowerPoint
show highlighting some of the families
affected by the disease, and then
gave an account of his own interest in
the disease, having a strong familial
predilection to it, further compounded
in his case by having diabetes. He
pointed out that per case government
spending on Alzheimers research is
dwarfed by that for AIDS. He noted

that it is predicted that by 2050 there will be 16 million cases of Alzheimer’s
disease in the US, and that care for each individual costs about $100,000 per
year. (That figures out to be $1.6 trillion per year, but most of us will be dead
by then). It was a sobering presentation.
In other matters, Giulio Facci noted that the discounted membership dues
rate of $140/year ends July 31. So get your checks in so that he doesn’t have
to send Luigi to collecta, huh?
Jim Golden gave a short bio: he got hit by a car at the age of six, and spent a
long long time in hospital. He had a new hip 15 years ago, and at 50 took part
in the Steinmetz Triathlon, coming in dead last on the 5 mile run. He met Beth
Gregory at a funeral and claims that in his work as a research engineer at the
Thruway Authority he was responsible for developing the rumble strips that
now line the highway and which have saved many lives. (Editor’s note: I want
to die quietly in my sleep like my uncle, not screaming in terror like his
passengers.)
